The College therefore seeks to ensure that all MCD Higher Degrees by Research are examined according to recognised standards of rigour and transparency. Supervisors are asked to nominate the best examiners possible within the relevant field(s), both within Australia and overseas, seeking to ensure an appropriate balance of factors, such as ecclesial traditions, whenever possible.
Guidelines
· Please nominate up to five qualified and suitable examiners, in order of preference.
· Examiners may be nominated in groups (e.g., one New Testament scholar from 2–3 possibilities, and one sociologist from 2–3 possibilities).

· Examiners should be external to the MCD, unless compelling circumstances suggest otherwise. These circumstances should be specified.
· At least one examiner must be external both to the MCD and to any teaching institution to which the candidate is attached.
· For the examination of doctorates, at least one examiner should be from outside Australia.

· If the supervisor is aware that a person has a conflict of interest with the role of examiner, that person should not be nominated as a potential examiner.

· The candidate has the right to request the exclusion of any person(s) from being an examiner.
· A brief summary of each nominee’s background must accompany the application.

· If the supervisor wishes to make a nomination that does not conform to these guidelines, comments should be added giving reasons for this.
