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receive, early in the New Year, a copy of your Enrolment Record for 2011. Please check the details on this record carefully, especially the units in which you have been enrolled. In that mail-out, you will also receive a Tax Invoice detailing the tuition fees for your course. The onus will be on you to advise the MCD of any changes or errors.
4. Conferral 2011 
The MCD conferral ceremony for 2011 has been tentatively booked for 12 May, and will again be held at Wilson Hall, the University of Melbourne.  For those of you who have submitted theses for examination, or who have already had your theses marked, and expect to be eligible to graduate at that time, please note that you must have lodged the final corrected and bound copies of your thesis with the MCD by 12 March 2011. Those of you who are, or who will become, eligible to graduate on 12 May will be sent an Application to Graduate form in the early part of the New Year. 
5. Grants and Scholarships

The Grants and Scholarships Working Group will meet in mid-December to allocate Australian Postgraduate Award (APA) and International Postgraduate Research Student (IPRS) places. I will be in touch with all applicants soon after that time. 

Please also note that the closing date for Research Grants - Round One is Friday 4 February. It is not too early to be considering which conferences you may wish to present at next year, and to start putting together an application for a conference travel grant.
