4. Human Research Ethics Committee (HREC)  

Applications for the March HREC meeting are due by Monday 16 February. 

HREC Seminar 18 March 2009: Kew Baptist Church Hall 

An important information seminar on HREC – its purpose and procedures – will be held at 3:00pm on 18 
March 2009 at the Kew Baptist Church Hall, Highbury Grove, Kew. This is a crucial opportunity to 
become familiar with the reasons why ethical clearance is necessary, with the process that is followed 
by the Human Research Ethics Committee in evaluating applications, and with some changes to the 
procedures that will be trialled during 2009. A presentation will also be made that will provide advice on 
how to make a good application. Please put this in your diary and plan to come along.   

HREC Annual Progress and Final Reports 

All students in receipt of ethical clearance from the MCD HREC are required to submit an annual report 
on their research. The report form is available on the MCD website at:

The report is due annually at the date of your HREC clearance notification. A final report is due on 
submission of your thesis. 

5. Postgraduate Research Seminars 

All HDR candidates are expected to present at least one paper at a research seminar during the period 
of their candidature. These are important opportunities to present your research before your peers and, 
by doing so, receive constructive feedback that can then help refine your thesis.  
 
The first two seminars for 2009 will be held on 17 February at Catholic Theological College, and on 19 

February at the Centre for Theology and Ministry.

9.  Commercialisation Training Scheme 

MCD receives funding from the Federal Government under the Commercialisation Training Scheme that 
enables enrolled doctoral students to undertake an approved Graduate Certificate in Commercialisation. 
One of the approved courses, for which MCD students are eligible to apply, is run by the Melbourne 
Business School. See http://www.gradstudies.unimelb.edu.au/programs/CTS/ for details. The scheme is 
designed to assist doctoral candidates acquire the skills necessary to place their research findings within 
the broader public sphere. For humanities students, it is a particularly good way of learning how to turn 
the thesis into a book.

As with other Higher Education Providers that receive Commonwealth Government research funding, 
publications are a key component in the method by which the Government decides how to distribute 
those funds. And of course, it is not only faculty members who publish, but also HDR students. Please 
inform us of any publications, or refereed conference papers, that have come out under your name 
during 2008. DEEWR points are an important source of funding for the MCD, and every contribution is 
greatly appreciated!  

The due date for submission to MCD of 2008 publication data is Friday 24 April 2009. The HERDC

If your 
affiliation with MCD is not verifiable, we are unable to collect any points from your publication(s). 

 

11. PREQ: Course Experience Questionnaire 
While on the subject of data collection, many of you will be familiar with the Australian Graduate Survey 
(AGS), which asks recent graduates to reflect and comment upon their study experience through their 
Higher Education Provider. The Postgraduate Research Experience Questionnaire (PREQ) is the HDR 
component of the AGS. 
 
The Australian Graduate Survey is an extremely important element in the public positioning of the MCD 
– if we get a 50% response rate, MCD is listed in the Good Universities Guide – but also in the ongoing 
and strategic improvement of MCD course provision.  We need to receive and hear your feedback, both 
positive and negative, so that we can improve our teaching, supervision and administration. 
 
PREQ forms will be sent out to students approximately 4 months after the completion of their course; 
when you receive your forms, please take the time to complete and submit them.
